VIDEO EDITING

Locate Writing Lab Server A on your desktop
Open it up and find the J310 Wall folder and follow through to Farmer’s Market 

Step 1:  Log the video 

Open each segment – write down the title and length and watch it – jot down what it is: interview with 

You are looking for your story – quotes/soundbites and your B roll 
Step 2: Open iMovie HD and click CREATE NEW PROJECT

(Reads now” My Great Move”): Give your project a title (drop down box) and save it to the J310 Wall folder 

Drag and Drop the video clips you have chosen to use to the boxes on the right hand side 
Drag clips to the Timeline at the bottom of the screen (make sure the little boxes to the right are checked) 
Step 3: Editing

*If you have a segment of a clip that you want to keep, then you need to split the clip at that point, highlight and cut. 

*Audio 

Highlight a clip, and then go to Advanced at top of screen and extract audio – should appear as sound waves below the video. 

*Five boxes over on right 

Clips, Themes (IGNORE); Media – audio and still photos; Editing; Chapters (ignore) 

· Editing – where you can create a title at the beginning of the story or credits at the end

· Subtitles – to identify speakers. 

Step 4: Play around with it 
Step 5:  Finish your “story.” Should be 2 minutes long 

Save to J310 folder and we will look at these as a class.
Step 6:  Create a YouTube account (can use Google account)
Upload your video 

· You can swap out the audio

· You can add annotations

· You can add transcription 

YouTube video editor – can trim off edges, add a transition
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
